THE SETUP
Everything about this conversation was wrong by cultural standards. Wrong gender. Wrong race. Wrong time of day. Wrong location. Wrong history. Jesus stayed anyway. "He HAD to go through Samaria" — that word means necessity, not preference. He was rerouted by the Spirit to reach one woman at a well.
	"The Spirit will take you places your preferences wouldn't."



PREP WORK
	1
	Learn to Recognize the Nudge
Stop treating 'I ended up here' moments as coincidences. Most missed encounters happen because we talked ourselves out of the nudge.



	2
	Develop the Patience to Wait for the Person
Jesus was at the well before she arrived. He sat. He waited. You can't be in a hurry and be used deeply at the same time.



	3
	Lead with the Ordinary
Jesus asked for water — the most ordinary thing available. The ordinary is always the on-ramp to the extraordinary.



THREE THINGS THAT MADE THIS CONVERSATION WORK
	1
	He Never Led with Religion Until SHE Brought It Up
He followed her lead. When THEY bring up God or faith — that's your cue. Before that, you're building the relationship that earns you the right to speak.



	2
	He Held Her Truth Without Using It Against Her
He spoke her truth plainly — no shame, no condemnation. There's a difference in how you hold something and how you throw it.



	3
	He Gave Her Something She Could Take Back
She became the evangelist without being recruited. When your conversations are genuine, people don't wait for an invitation — they GO.
